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Introduction

“Through the Clean Boats, Clean Waters program (CBCW), volunteers are trained to
organize and conduct a boater education program in their community. Adults and youth
teams educate boaters on how and where invasive species are most likely to hitch a ride
into water bodies. Volunteers perform boat and trailer checks for invasive species, distribute
informational brochures and collect and report any new water body infestations.”

In 2011 Shawano County hired an invasive species specialist/coordinator and commenced
an AlS program. It operated for three years. It was funded by the WI-DNR. One of the
operations in that program was CBCW.

A standardized recording form is used when CBCW personnel talk with a boater. One of the
items recorded on the form is the zip code of the residence of the boater. This paper uses
that zip code data to illustrate the origin of boaters visiting Shawano Lake, during dates in
2011-2013.

Limitations on the Utility of this Information

1. The data was collected periodically during the boating season. It was not collected every
day of the boating season.

2012: 42
2013: 64

Total: 154

2. Only watercraft that were towed by, or carried on a motor vehicle were inspected.

3. CBCW inspections were done at public landings capable of handling towed watercraft.
On any given day when inspections were done, they took place at most, at 3 of 72 possible
landings3.

4. CBCW inspections were not done at 8 public access/egress point, that were not trailer
compatible.

5. CBCW inspection did not occur at any private property shoreline sites.

? This number includes the Huckleberry Harbor landing in downtown Shawano.

* CBCW operated at a number lakes in the county 2011-2013. Most CBCW makes heavy use of volunteers from the relevant lake
district or association. CBCW on Shawano Lake was done by county government staff and their interns, with no volunteers.
